The fixing points are designed fo eliminafe any
water leakage as are fhe interlocks between sfrips.
It should be noted that some cellular PVC-u fascia boards cannot
take vertical fixings. In such cases the system may be fixed through its
underlay support info a batten fixed fo the rafters behind the fascia
board. However, space must be left between the back of the fascia
pboard and the fixing batten fo allow air to pass into the roof void.
In full boarded roofs, a section of boarding immediately behind
the fascia should be removed fo allow air fo pass info the roof void.

The inferlocked strips are nailed fo the top of the fascia and nail
fixings should be calculated in accordance with BS5534.

Product support

At hips and valleys, the system should be sawn fo form
fight fitfing mitred joinfs. To prevent possible leakage
at valleys, a flashing of underlay material should be
positfioned under fthe joint tfo discharge into the gutter.
In a parapet/valley gutter situation in the absence of a fascia, it may be
possible to infroduce a timber fillet on which the system can be fixed.
When installing OFVS, due allowance must be made for the height
of the system.
